The large format scanner will enable us to scan 
oversize magazine covers such as Look and Life and make 
these available on our web site.  The JFK assassination 
papers and papers of Jack Hightower are especially rich 
in these sources, but most other collections also have 
oversize items that can be preserved using this scanner. 

any collections also have cassette tapes that need to be 
digitized for preservation.  The equipment will be used 

with a new Mac computer that has been ordered for 
Congressman Poage’s former office. The computer was 
covered by the BCPM technology budget.  

he office and digital lab area also need a color laser 

printer.  A low-end printer has been requested for this 
area using Committee funds.  This will enable legal-size 
print- outs of scanned items without having to go across 
the foyer to the workroom and load the paper manually. 

e would also like to furnish the room outside the office 
as a reception area for the office, the digital lab and the 

exhibit gallery.  For his fifty-years of public service as a 
Texas legislator, a state senator, District Attorney, U.S. 
congressman, and Texas Supreme Court justice, we 
would like to designate this area as the “Jack and Colleen 
Hightower Reception Area.” Judge Hightower has 
donated numerous books from his personal library which 
will be housed here. 

he library web pages are also in need of a makeover. 
We hope to employ our former web person this summer 

to help with this.  She is currently working on her masters 
in Wisconsin (Go Golden Gophers!).  How much she can 
accomplish will depend on funds available.
